u Chronic disease in children, especially in the United
States, is at unprecedent levels

u 57% of children are diagnosed with at least one chronic health
condition by age 10

u Rates of autism, ADHD, food allergies, asthma and
autoimmune diseases have risen dramatically since the 1980s

u 1980s: Roughly 1 in 10 children had chronic condition
u 2020s: More than 1 in 2 children have a chronic condition

u He was a very diligent
researcher and thinker

A Brief History of Vaccines

u Around the same time
Dr Constantine Hering
(1800 0 1880) as student
of Hahnemann, was
working on
homeopathic remedies
to treat and prevent
rabies, including
creating a remedy from
the saliva of a rabid dog
in 1833 which is still in use

DPT-induced brain
injuries




A Brief History of Vaccines

u Juries awarded a few
landmark cases over $1
million per child

u Vax makers argued they
could go bankrupt

u Threatened to not make
vaccines in case Russia
brought smallpox or anthrax
(cold war years)

u Pressured congress

u Got complete liability
protection in 1986!!!!

u Then the vax schedule
first doubled and then
tripled

Biologics

u Vaccines are classified as
biologics , which exempts
them from rigorous safety
testing

u Reason being:

u Came out of
military/defense programs

u  Wanted possibility to bring
vaccines to market quickly
in case of bio terror attacks

u No years of safety testing

Safety testing

u  No long -term (years) of safety testing require

u None of the vax ingredients are required to be safety
tested either

u Noinert placebos required 0 often another vaccine is
used as a placebo, even just the aluminum adjuvants

u Even if there were significant side effects during the trial
period the vaccine was often still licensed

u  Viagra:
u 6-9 years from initial discovery to approval
u Roughly 5 years of human testing before licensing

u About 4000 participants in formal safety trials



None of the vaccine doses the CDC recommends for routine injection into children
